Joint degree pathway candidates will not receive either degree until all
requirements for both programs have been satisfied. Students deciding
against completing a second degree must satisfy all requirements for
the first program as if the student had never been a joint degree
candidate. A student will attend one commencement ceremony for both
degrees once all graduation requirements are met.
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
